COMMISSIONERS PROCEEDINGS

MAY 1, 2001

Vice-Chairman Jon Wiltse called the meeting to order at 9:10 A.M.  Members present were Kevin Bishop, Patty Carlblom, Steve Dick and Jon Wiltse.  Absent was Ron Torbenson.

Kevin Bishop motioned to approve the minutes of April 17, 2001 and Patty Carlblom seconded.  Motion was unanimously approved.

Marie Anderson met with the Board to discuss how the Commission wished to handle the inundated acres that had been approved by the Townships.  After discussion, Steve Dick made a motion to go 10% of the valuation of the non-cropland.  Patty Carlblom seconded the motion.  All members present voting aye, motion was approved.

Terry Brown and several members of the Personnel Committee met with the Commission to discuss proposed changes to vacation and sick leave.  The Board was asked to consider adopting the State plan for vacation so that all Ransom County employees would be on the same level.  

David Dick met with the Board about several matters.  He indicated that the County Multi-Hazard Plan is now complete and left a copy for the Commissioners to review.

In regard to the sale of the FEMA trailers, David wondered where the proceeds were going to be used.  He had several items for the Board’s consideration.  He also told the Commission that the initial damage assessment had been completed in regard to the disaster declaration.  Discussion was had on Senate Bill No. 2067 in regard to 911 cell phone fees.  Also discussed was who the Board wanted for an applicant agent, if the disaster is declared.

In regard to the $32,835.00 bid from KBW Associates for the removal of the old heating system, Wayne Jones advised the Board to reject all bids.  Steve Dick made a motion to reject the bid from KBW for the removal of the old heating system and Kevin Bishop seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Randy Gallagher met with the Board regarding the removal of the old heating system.  He indicated that Conrad Steinhaus, Randy Grueneich, maybe Richard Wimer, and himself were possibly interested in doing this project.  After some discussion Kevin Bishop made a motion to let Randy Gallagher get rid of the old heating system at a rate of $20 per hour and authorizes him to hire the necessary help to do the project.  Patty Carlblom seconded the motion.  More discussion followed.  Steve Dick added to amend the motion to cap expenses for the project at $10,000.  Patty Carlblom seconded.

Discussion on the amendment followed.  A roll call vote was taken on the amendment:

Steve Dick – Yes; Kevin Bishop – Yes; Patty Carlblom – Yes; Jon Wiltse – Yes.  Kevin Bishop added to amend the motion to read $14 per hour for Randy Gallagher.  Patty Carlblom seconded.  Jon Wiltse called for a vote on the motion as amended.  All members in attendance voting Aye, motion as amended passed unanimously.  The motion  reads:  To let Randy Gallagher get rid of the old heating system at a rate of $14 per hour and authorizes him to hire the necessary help to do the project at a rate of $20 per hour, with a cap on expenses at $10,000.

Additional carpet will be needed due to asbestos removal, in the amount of $10,527.00.  Steve Dick made a motion to approve this and Kevin Bishop seconded, which passed unanimously.

A bill was passed in the State Legislature to change the rate in which mileage is reimbursed to 31 cents per mile, retroactive to April 19, 2001.

Steve Dick reported that the Strategic Planning Committee has some bills to turn in.  It was discussed by the Board, and they felt that these should be paid out of the Advertising fund.

Steve motioned to approve a raffle permit for the Fort Ransom Sodbusters and Kevin Bishop seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Steve Dick motioned to sign the contract with Grotberg Electric, Inc., which Wayne Jones had previously drawn up.  Patty Carlblom seconded.  Motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Jon Wiltse adjourned the meeting.
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
