RANSOM COUNTY

COMMISSIONER’S PROCEEDINGS

MAY 15, 2001

Chairman Ron Torbenson called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M.  All members were in attendance.

Steve Dick motioned to approve the minutes of April 17, 2001 and Jon Wiltse seconded.  Motion was unanimously approved.

Jon Wiltse made a motion to approve bills and payroll.  Kevin Bishop seconded the motion, which carried.

Marie Anderson met with the Board regarding the new soils program.  She indicated that Kadrmas, Lee & Jackson has completed the parcel breakdown and will be coming down to install the software soon.  She asked if the Board would approve an analyst to come out and train on site, using our own data, at a cost of $500.  Jon Wiltse made a motion to approve this request and Steve Dick seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

An application for a raffle permit was received from Fillmore Welca of Fillmore Lutheran Church, Enderlin, ND.  Patty Carlblom made a motion to approve the permit and Steve Dick seconded the motion, which passed.

Liquor license applications from Chuck Wellentin, d/b/a/ Hideaway Saloon & Eatery were presented for approval.  Steve Dick motioned to approve said applications and Kevin Bishop seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

The City of Lisbon paid up special assessments on Lots 5 & 6, Block 3, LBJ Addition and requested that the taxes be abated for those properties and a deed be issued to the City.  Patty Carlblom made a motion to approve those abatements and deed those lots to the City.  Steve Dick seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Connie Gilbert reported to the Board that Computer Professionals were going to hold a training meeting in Jamestown on June 7th.  This would affect the Tax Director’s office, Treasurer’s office and the Auditor’s office.  The Board was wondering if Bea could be asked to answer the phones.  Connie will check into this.

It was brought to the attention of the Board that the maintenance monies for the Water Board had not gotten paid in 2000.  Patty Carlblom moved that the Board pay the 2000 obligation missed in the last budget to the Water Board.  Steve Dick seconded the motion, which carried.

A memorandum and voting credentials identification form were shown to the Board regarding NACo’s annual conference.  Jon Wiltse made a motion to sign the credentials form and allow the State Association representative to pick up Ransom County’s credentials.  Patty Carlblom seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Connie Gilbert asked the Board which fund did they wish to use to pay the heating system removal bills.  This will come out of the Equipment & Improvements fund.

The top 4 bidders were allowed to raise their bids.  The bidding started at $5000.00 and reached $5,050.00, with Tracy Aarons being the successful bidder.

David Dick met with the Board and offered the following Resolution for consideration:

RESOLUTION

By virtue of the authority vested in the Board of County Commissions, we do hereby order that the Ransom County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan be adopted as part of its long-term recovery strategy.  The plan promotes pre and post disaster mitigation measures (e.g., hazards involving floods, winter and summer storms, hazardous materials, urban and rural fires, drought, and dam failures.)  The overall intent of this plan is to identify opportunities to reduce the impact of future emergencies and disasters.

Patty Carlblom motioned to approve the Resolution and Jon Wiltse seconded the motion.  It passed unanimously.

David Dick also informed the Board that 16 townships had reported estimated damages in the amount of $211,122.22.  The County also has an additional $43,354.35 in damages.  David indicated that the County would need an applicant agent as the disaster declaration could be declared as early as the last week in May. Steve Dick made a motion to appoint David Dick as applicant agent.  Jon Wiltse seconded the motion.  Discussion was had as to the 20% administrative money that had been paid to the applicant agent in the past.  Steve Dick motioned to add an amendment to pay the 20% applicant agent fee.  It died for lack of a 2nd.   All members voted in favor of appointing David Dick to be the applicant agent.  Motion carried.  More discussion followed on the 20% applicant agent fee.  Jon Wiltse motioned to change the policy and  not pay the 20% applicant agent fee, and to pay it at a straight hourly wage with overtime.  Patty Carlblom seconded the motion.  A vote was taken with Kevin Bishop, Patty Carlblom and Jon Wiltse voting in favor and Steve Dick and Ron Torbenson voting against the motion.  Motion carried.

Terry Brown, members of the Personnel Committee and Al Berg of Prairie Benefits met with the Board regarding the upcoming health insurance changes.  Health insurance will go up as of July 1st.  Mr. Berg presented several different options to the Board and they will take these under advisement.

Erv Sahr of Ottertail Power Co., Jamestown, ND met with the Board regarding the installation of the new heating system.  

An alcoholic beverage event permit application was received from Shannon Thompson for Sportsman’s Bar in Englevale, for an event at the Dead Colt Creek Recreation center.  Steve Dick made a motion to approve the permit, subject to Wayne Jones’ approval, and the approval of the Water Board.  Jon Wiltse seconded the motion, which carried. 

Randy Grueneich met with the Board to ask about replacing a copier in his office.  A ball park estimate was $6,000 or $7,000.  Randy will check into this further and bring figures back to the Board.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Ron Torbenson adjourned the meeting.
